RIDING RULES & REGULATIONS  
PLEASE READ BEFORE YOU ADVENTURE OUT TO RIDE! 

Helmet, Eye Protection, Shirt, and Over the Ankle Leather Boots REQUIRED.  
Full riding gear is strongly suggested and highly recommended for your safety and 

protection! 
NO OPERATION OF VEHICLES AFTER CONSUMING ALCOHOL 

 

Tracks and trails open from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.   
1) HELMETS are required at all times while operating or riding as a passenger on any motorized 

bike or atv on Broad River Adventure Park property. 

2) NO PIT RIDING.  Can only ride to and from trail and track entrances. 

3) MX Tracks REQUIRE Chest Protector, Helmet, Eye Protection, Shirt, and Over the Ankle Boots. 

4) NO UTILITY QUADS are allowed on any motocross track. 

5) Ride ONLY on marked trails.  No need to venture off. 

6) DO NOT RIDE ON CLOSED TRACKS and/or TRAILS.  If caught will be suspended without 

refund. 

7) One-Way trails will be strictly enforced and they are One-Way for a reason.  SAFTEY. 

8) NO coolers will be allowed to be carried on ATV/UTV’s while being used on marked trails. 

9) DO NOT LITTER.  There are plenty of trash cans around so use them.  Clean up after yourself.  

Keep YOUR riding park clean. 

10) POSTED speed limit or "Idle Speed Only" MUST be followed in designated areas. 

11) Riding passengers on your ATV or motorcycle is allowed ONLY IF THE MANUFACTURER 

DESIGNED IT FOR TWO PEOPLE. There are a few ATV's designed for 2 people, and most dual 

sport bikes are designed for 2 people. 

12) Minors are NOT allowed to ride without parental/guardian supervision. A parent/guardian must 

be on site with minors at all times. Minors cannot ride on any tracks or trails without 

parental/guardian supervision. A parent or legal guardian must sign the release forms for any 

minor under 18 years old, and the minor's Social Security number or parent's driver’s license is 

required on the Release form. 

13) Anyone riding in an unsafe manner by risking the safety of other riders, or creating damage to the 

property may be suspended immediately. (i.e. riding wheelies, going too fast in a “idle speed zone” 

area, spinning tires unnecessary etc.)  Ride Safe and look out for other riders.   

14) Absolutely NO drugs or alcohol allowed.  If caught will be suspended immediately. 

15) QUITE HOURS. 10:00 pm to 8:00 am. NO Bike or ATV engine is to be started prior to 8:00 a.m. 

or after dark unless you are participating in a scheduled night ride. 

16) NO REFUND ON RIDE FEES.

CAMPING RULES & REGULATIONS 

NO OPERATION OF VEHICLES AFTER CONSUMING ALCOHOL 

1) NO ENGINES RUNNING BEFORE 8AM OR AFTER 5PM. 
2) HELMETS are required at all times while operating or 

riding as a passenger on any motorized bike or atv on 
Broad River Adventure Park property. 

3) Quiet time starts at 10pm and ends at 8am. 
4) No Pit Riding in RV camp ground or at Cabins.  Can only 

ride to and from trail and track entrances. 
5) No loud music or noise. Respect all other campers at all 

times.  
6) No barking dogs. All pets must be on a leash at all times 
7) All trash must be picked up in your camping area. Do 

not burn trash in the fire pit. Use trash cans. 
8) Campfires are allowed with weather permitting. If it is 

dry, please use good judgment and monitor the fire until 
it is out.  

9) Kids must be supervised at all times.  
10) No rinsing of dirt bikes/atv in the campground or at the 

cabins. Only wash dirt bike/atv at the bike/atv wash 
station. 

11) Bike/atv storage is NOT allowed on cabin decks.   
12) No MUDDY boots, gear, or clothing inside the cabins. 
13) ABSOLUTELY NO SMOKING IN THE CABINS! 
14) CHECK OUT TIME IS 11am.
